SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 5-54-121 is amended to read as follows:
"5-54-121. Tampering with a public record.
(a) A person commits the offense of tampering with a public record if,
with the purpose of impairing the verity, legibility, or availability of a
public record, he knowingly:
(1) Makes a false entry in or falsely alters any public record;
or
(2) Erases, obliterates, removes, destroys, or conceals a public
record.
(b)(1) Tampering with a public record is a Class D felony.
(2) Tampering with a public record is a Class C felony if the

public record is a court record.

(3) Tampering with a public record is a Class B felony if the

public record is a court record and the person broke into any building or

structure with the intent of tampering with a court record located therein.”

SECTION 2. All provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature

are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code

Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 3. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect without
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are
hereby repealed.
