Arkansas Code § 21-6-401(a), concerning the filing fee in
all civil actions and misdemeanors filed in either the Supreme Court or the
Court of Appeals, is amended to read as follows:

(a)(1) The Clerk of the Supreme Court shall be allowed and paid by the
appellant or petitioner, in advance, in all civil actions and misdemeanors
filed in either the Supreme Court or the Court of Appeals a fee of ene
hundred dollars ($100) one hundred fifty dollars ($150), which shall be full

payment of all the costs in the proceedings.

(2) If the judgment of the Supreme Court or the Court of Appeals
is in favor of the appellant or petitioner, the Clerk of the Supreme Court
shall tax the fee provided in this subsection in favor of the appellant or

petitioner.
