BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 22

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 6, Chapter 41, Subchapter 4 is amended 24 

to add an additional section to read as follows: 25 

 6-41-407. Accommodation for students with sensory processing 26 

difficulty. 27 

 When administering a state mandated assessment or a state mandated 28 

test, the Department of Education and each school district shall allow a 29 

student that has been evaluated through appropriate testing, including a 30 

comprehensive eye examination by an optometrist or an ophthalmologist, and 31 

identified as having difficulty with sensory processing in reaction to 32 

oversensitivity to full spectrum light to use color overlays specific to the 33 

student's oversensitivity that alter the contrast between the words and the 34 

page so that the student can visually comprehend the words on a page of a 35 
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state mandated assessment or a state mandated test. 1
