notify the state agency if the database contains any information naming the

applicant as an offender or perpetrator of child or adult abuse.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 21-15-102(f), concerning positions
involving direct contact with children, the mentally ill, and the

developmentally disabled, is amended to add an additional subdivision to read
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as follows:

Theft of public benefits, as prohibited in § 5-36-202.
