(d)(1) A licensed teacher, including a Jong-term substitute teacher or

retired teacher acting as a substitute teacher, may serve as a proctor during

the administration of a test or assessment under this subchapter if the

licensed teacher has received the training required by the state board,

commissioner, or the Department of Education.

(2) The state board shall not adopt a statewide test or

assessment that prohibits the use of a licensed teacher, including a long-

term substitute teacher or retired teacher acting as a substitute teacher, to

serve as a proctor during the administration of the test or assessment.

(3) As used in this section, “long-term substitute teacher”

means an individual who holds a valid teaching license who does not have a

full-time contract with a school district.
