I) AGENCY SUMMARY & REVENUE SOURCES

MISSION

The Commission has sole jurisdiction over thoroughbred horse and greyhound
dog racing. The Commission is authorized to grant franchises; approve racing
dates; issue permits and licenses; hold hearings and take other action as
necessary to supervise, regulate and effectively control the sport of racing
in the State of Arkansas.
