systems across Arkansas. He also is an advocate of reform in the child 

welfare system, and has chaired the Child Maltreatment Investigations 

Oversight Committee, which was created by legislation he sponsored in 

2017. 

He is vice president and chief operating officer of Clark’s Building and 

Decorating Center. Before his election to the Senate, he had served on 

the Garland County Quorum Court from 1992 through 1996. 

In 2011, Senator Clark was named Associate of the Year by the Hot 

Springs Home Builders Association.  

He has been active in several professional organizations, including 

service on the board of directors of the National Lumber Building 

Materials Dealers Association and past president of the Mid-America 

Lumberman’s Association. He is a past chairman of the POS Pace 

Committee (Ace Hardware) and a past president of the Central 

Arkansas Ace Team. Also, he served on the board of directors of the 

Hot Springs Home Builders Association Board of Directors. 

Senator Clark is a past member of the Garland County Planning 

Commission.
