BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 19

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 16-17-108 is amended to read as follows: 21 

 16-17-108. Salaries of personnel and other requirements of various 22 

district courts. [Effective January 1, 2012.] 23 

 (a)  Unless otherwise provided by law, the salaries of the judges and 24 

other personnel of the various district courts shall be established as 25 

follows: 26 

   (1)  The Arkansas County District Court — Northern District Judge 27 

shall receive an annual salary of not less than thirty-five thousand dollars 28 

($35,000) nor more than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), the district court 29 

clerk shall receive an annual salary of not less than thirteen thousand eight 30 

hundred thirty-four dollars and ninety-two cents ($13,834.92) nor more than 31 

thirty-four thousand dollars ($34,000), and the deputy court clerk shall 32 

receive an annual salary of not less than eleven thousand four hundred 33 

seventy-five dollars ($11,475) nor more than twenty-eight thousand dollars 34 

($28,000). The salaries shall be as determined by the governing body of the 35
