SECTION 1. DO NOT CODIFY. Intent. It is the intent of the General

Assembly that hunting and fishing in Arkansas is important to the culture and

history of Arkansas and to the economic growth of the state. It is incumbent

upon the General Assembly to ensure that all Arkansans have the opportunity

to hunt and fish in this state and that license fees along with other factors

implemented by the Arkansas State Game and Fish Commission has begun to limit

the number of persons taking part in this endeavor. The General Assembly

also finds that Freddie Black, the current chair of the Arkansas State Game

and Fish Commission, and the other commissioners should strive in their

duties to ensure that hunting and fishing opportunities are made available to

all Arkansans.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 15-42-104 is amended to read as follows:

15-42-104. Hunting and fishing licenses for residents — Special fees.
