It is found and determined by the

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that the Public School Insurance

Trust Fund is inadequate to provide affordable health insurance for public

school employees; changes to the funding system for public school employee

health insurance is necessary to ensure a stable and affordable program of

health insurance plan options; and that this act is necessary to provide

additional funding for public school employee health insurance. Therefore,

an emergency is declared to exist, and this act being necessary for the

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall become effective

on July 1, 2014.
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
