BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 21

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 12-12-403(b)(1), concerning a victim's 23 

being exempt from paying for a medical-legal examination, is amended to read 24 

as follows: 25 

 (b)(1)(A)  All victims shall be exempted from the payment of expenses 26 

incurred as a result of receiving a medical-legal examination provided the 27 

victim must receive if the victim receives the medical-legal examination 28 

within seventy-two (72) ninety-six (96) hours of the attack. 29 

    (B)  However, the seventy-two-hour time limitation of 30 

ninety-six (96) hours may be waived if the victim is a minor or if the Crime 31 

Victims Reparations Board finds that good cause exists for the failure to 32 

provide the exam medical-legal examination within the required time. 33
