 WHEREAS, Cpl. Ester was a twelve-year veteran of the Arkansas 30 

Department of Correction at the end of her service to the State of Arkansas; 31

 WHEREAS, Cpl. Ester was a devoted wife, mother, grandmother, and loyal 34 

and respected member of the community of Marianna, Arkansas; and  35

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 WHEREAS, the Arkansas Department of Correction has honored Cpl. Ester’s 1 

memory by naming the department’s first reentry facility in her honor,  2
