 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 12, Chapter 10, Subchapter 3, is 22 

amended to add an additional section to read as follows: 23 

 12-10-327.  Restriction on creation of public safety answering point. 24 

 A new public safety answering point shall not be established until July 25 

1, 2020, unless the new public safety answering point is established as a 26 

result of: 27 

  (1)  Consolidation with an existing public safety answering 28 

point; or 29 

  (2)  Replacement of an existing public safety answering point. 30

 SECTION 2.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is found and determined by the 32 

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that there are currently more than 33 

one hundred twenty (120) public safety answering points in the state; that 34 

many of these public safety answering points are in close proximity to 35 

others, creating a duplication of services and errors in 911 service; and 36
