SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 6-82-306(b)(l)-(5), concerning eligibility
for the Arkansas Governor’s Scholars Program, are amended to read as follows:

(1) Meets the admission requirements and is accepted for
enrollment as a full-time undergraduate student in an eligible public or
private college or university in Arkansas;

SECTION 3. Arkansas Code § 6-82-1901(b), concerning scholarships for
teachers in high-need subject areas, is amended to read as follows:
(b) To be eligible for a scholarship award under subdivision (a)(l) of
this section, a recipient shall:
(1) Maintain a postsecondary grade point average of 3.0 or
higher on a 4.0 scale at an approved institution of higher education;
(2) Be enrolled in a teacher education program at a four-year
approved institution of higher education; and

(3) Complete and submit to the United States Department of

Education a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or a subsequent

application required by the United States Department of Education for federal

financial aid; and
