BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 29

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-404(a)(1), concerning applications for 31 

absentee ballots, is amended to read as follows: 32 

 (a)(1)(A)(i)  Applications for absentee ballots shall be delivered to 33 

an applicant with the application blank except for the information that may 34 

be automatically populated by the voter registration system. 35 

    (ii)  No voter selections shall be pre-filled on an 36 
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application for an absentee ballot. 1 

   (B)  Applications for absentee ballots must shall be signed 2 

by the applicant and verified by the county clerk by checking the voter's 3 

name, address, date of birth, and signature from the voter registration 4 

application unless the application is sent by electronic means. 5 

   (B) (C) If the application is sent by electronic means, the 6 

application must shall bear a verifiable facsimile of the applicant's 7 

signature. 8 

   (D)  If an applicant is given assistance filling out an 9 

application for an absentee ballot, the person giving assistance to the 10 

applicant shall provide his or her name, address, and signature on the 11 

application. 12

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-405(a)(2), concerning the application 14 

form for absentee ballots, is amended to add an additional subdivision to 15 

read as follows: 16 

   (I)  A statement indicating whether the voter has received 17 

assistance filling out the application for an absentee ballot, and the name 18 

address, and signature of the person providing assistance.  19 

 20 

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-409(d), concerning materials furnished 21 

to qualified voters, is amended to read as follows: 22 

 (d)  The county clerk shall not deliver an absentee ballot to any 23 

person other than the absentee voter unless the person picking up the ballot 24 

provides current and valid photographic identification to the county clerk 25 

that he or she is: 26 

  (1)  Is either: 27 

   (A)  The voter's: 28 

    (A)(i)  Designated bearer; or 29 

    (B)(ii)  Authorized agent; or 30 

   (2)(B)  The administrator of a long-term care or 31 

residential care facility licensed by the state in which the voter resides; 32 

and 33 

  (2)  Provides to the county clerk a current and valid federal-34 

issued or state-issued document or identification card that includes his or 35 

her name and photograph. 36
