CONTINGENCY RESTRICTION - TAX DIVISION. In the event additional
appropriations become necessary that are not authorized or contemplated
in the Tax Division appropriation of this Act and specific cases, situations,
and/or programs make it necessary that the Arkansas Public Service
Commission - Tax Division receives additional appropriations to carry out
