AN ACT TO MAKE AN APPROPRIATION TO THE DEPARTMENT OF
AGRICULTURE FOR FAIR FUNDING GRANTS; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES .

Subtitle
AN ACT FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE
DEVELOPMENT AND ENHANCEMENT
APPROPRIATION.

BEE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMELY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION - FAIR FUNDING GRANTS. There is hereby
appropriated, to the Department of Agriculture, to be payable from the
Development and Enhancement Fund, the following:

{A) for grants to county and district fairs for various maintenance,
personal services, cperating expenses, renovation, equipment, construction,
improvement, upgrade and repair of real property end facilities, in & sum mot

= 52,250,000.

SECTION 2. SPECIAL LANGUAGE. HNOT TO BE INCORPORATED INTD THE ABEANSAS
CODE HOE PUBLISHED SEFARATELY AS SPECIAL, LOCAL AND TEMPORARY LAW.
DISBEURSEMENT OF FAIR FUNDING GRANTS. The funds appropriated in this act

shall be disbursed to all county and distriect fairs in the state in a sum of

£30,000 each or so much thereof as is available on & pro-rata bases for

various maintenance, personal services, operating expenses, renovation,

equipment, construction, improvement, upgrade and repair of real property and
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facilities.

The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1, 2021

through June 30, 2022,

SECTION 3. DISBURSEMENT CONMTROLS. (A) No contract may be awarded nmor
obligations otherwise incurred in relatiom to the project or projects
described herein in excess of the State Treasury funds actually available
therefor as provided by law. Provided, however, that institutions and
agencies listed hereinm shall have the authority to accept and use grants and
donations including Federal funds, and to use its unobligated cesh income or
funds, or both available to it, for the purpose of supplementing the State
Treasury funds for financing the entire costs of the project or projects
enumerated herein. Provided further, that the appropriations and funds
otherwise provided by the General Assembly for Maintenance and Gemeral
Operations of the agency or institutions receiving appropriation hereim shall
not be used for any of the purposes as appropriated in this act.

{B) The restrictions of any appliceble provisions of the State
Purchasing Law, the General Accounting and Budgetary Procedures Law, the
Revenue Stabilization Law and any other applicable fiscal control laws of
this 5tate and regulations promulgated by the Department of Finance and
Administration, as authorized by law, shall be strictly complied with in
disburszement of any funds provided by this act unless specifically provided

otherwise by law.

SECTION &. LEGISLATIVE INTENT. It is the intent of the General
Assembly that any funds disbursed under the suthority of the appropriations
contained in this act shall be in compliance with the stated ressons for
which thie act was adopted, as evidenced by the Agency Requests, Executive
Recommendations and Legislative Recommendations contained in the budget
mamuals prepared by the Department of Finance and Administration, letters, or
summarized oral testimony in the official minutes of the Arkansas Legislative

Council or Joint Budget Committee which relate to its passage and adoptiom.

SECTION 5. EMERGENCY CIAUSE. It is found and determined by the General

Assembly, that the Comstitution of the 5tate of Arkansas prohibits the

appropriation of funds for more than & one (l) year period; that the

Upon reguest by
the Auditor of the 5tate, the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State shall
transfer an amount not to exceed S5100,000 from an account designated by the
secretary of the Department of Corrections to the State Central Services Fund
as a direct revenue to fund a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney who will be
assigned to handle the prosecution of offenses occcurring at the Arkansas

Department of Corrections.
The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1,

2021 through June 30, 2022."
