Agency requests $12,500 in Operating Expenses to restore FY15 funding blocked by DF&A and provides additional funding
for Board member training, safety and security and general agency operations. Explanations are as follows:

« 47,500 for Board Member Training: A.C.A. §16-93-201 requires that the Board adopt a training curriculum in conjunction
with several nationally-recognized organizations, among them is the Association of Paroling Authorities International
(APAI}. The curriculum must focus on data-drive decision making, evidenced-based practices, stakeholder collaboration,
and recidivism reduction. APA] will be holding its annual Chairs Meeting and Training Conference in May of 2015 with a
theme that focuses on addressing high risk offenders. These funds will be used to send the entire Boarg to the
Conference thereby meeting a portion of the statutorily mandated training requirement.

= $2,500 for Safety and Security Enhancements: The Board is undertaking a comprehensive review of the security needs
for its office. The review will focus on the flow of public traffic, video surveillance, and tightened access controls. These
funds will be used to offset the initial expenses incurred with this project. Additional funds are being requested in FY16 to
complete security enhancements.

« $2,500 for general agency operations. These funds wili be used to cffset the expenses incurred by adding four
employees in FY14 with no corresponding funding for supplies and related costs,

Agency requests $7,500 in Conference and Travel in order to adoept a training curriculum in conjunction with several
nationally-recognized organizations, including the Association of Paroling Authorities International (APAT) which is a
requirement of A.C.A. §16-93-201. The curriculum must focus on data-drive decision making, evidenced-based practices,
stakeholder collaboration, and recidivism reduction. APAL will be halding its annual Chairs Meeting and Training
Conference in May of 2015 with a theme that focuses on addressing high risk offenders. These funds will be used to send
members of the Board’s Senior staff to the APAIL conference. Funds will also be used te underwrite the Board 2015
Planning Retreat and provide mileage reimbursement and additional tratining opportunities to the Board'’s support staff.

Agency requests $20,000 in Profession Fees to continue the Board’s automation efforts and underwrite phase one of a
project to post parole decision gn the Board’s website. A.C.A. §16-93-201 creates an expectation that the Board will
engage in a program of data-drive decision making. A GIF appropriation for that project was provided in FY14, however
funds were never released to the Board.,

Impackt if Not Appraved:

Training opportunities for the Board and staff will have to be delaved. This delay will result in the Board's inability to
maet its statutorily mandated training obligations. Furthermore, automation efforts wiil be delayed until the next
biennium, provide that adequate funding is made available to the Board

Alternatives;

There are no sufficient alternatives to these requests. Current funding levets will not support any of the requested items,
