The Arkansas Department of Energy & Environment — Oil & Gas Commission (OGC) is requesting
appropriation authorized under Section 33 of Act 199 of 2022, in the amount of $995,000.

The HVAC mechanical system consists of closed loop hot/cold water systems. The original equipment
that remains is now approximately 36 years old. The chiller was replaced in 2001, and the two primary air
handler units and a boiler were replaced during a 2012 HV AC upgrade. The boiler was replaced again in
2022 due to continued failures; however, the smaller components are original equipment and are causing
reoccurring heating problems.

The normal life expectancy is about 20 years on a similar HVAC system. OGC has determined it should
replace the equipment and other components on the heating side of the system.
