North Carolina— based 300-400 300-600 400-800
on school climate

North Carolina— based 450-700 600-800 800-1200
on economic efficiency

Kentucky (minimum- 300-600 400-900 500-1500
maximum)

Arizona — from School Facilities Board’s 2007 215t Century Schools Report. Sizes not formally codified by state.
Florida—adoptedin 2000, recommends that schools create smaller learning environments within the larger
structure.

North Carolina—based on a study mandated by the legislature in 1999, recommendation only.

Kentucky — Pre-school 100 minimum to 300 maximum, alternative schools-50 minimum, no maximum set. 4
