ADDITIONAL PUBLIC SCHOOL EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE

This appropriation allowed the Department of Education (ADE) to pay up to $15 million
in additional health insurance contributions for eligible employees electing o participate in
the public school employees’ health insurance program administered by the State and Public
School Life and Health Insurance Board. ADE is authorized to make these payments if
98% of the uniform rate of tax used in the calculation of State Foundation Funding
Aid exceeds $920,731.819.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT INCENTIVE

The Advanced Placement (AP) Incentive program provided support to establish AP courses
that are easily accessible and prepare students for admission to and success in a
postsecondary educational environment. AP courses and exams provide high school students
the opportunity to earn credit at most colleges and universities. The program paid for
professional development support for AP and Pre-AP teachers.

ARKANSAS IMAGINATION LIBRARY

Funds were provided to the Arkansas Imagination Library to purchase books for children from
birth to age 5 at no cost to families, regardless of income. Selected books promote the love of
reading and learning: regard for diversity of people. their roles, culture, and environment: self-
esteem and confidence: and appreciation of art and aesthetics. Books contain characteristics
specific to their age appropriateness.

ASSESSMENT/END OF LEVEL TESTING

Ark. Code Ann. § 6-15-404 requires standards-based testing in grades K through 12. Currently,
the Qualls Early Learning Inventory is administered in the fall to all kindergarten students and
any first grade students who did not attend kindergarten, the lowa Assessment is administered
to students in grades 1-2. and the ACT Aspire is administered to students in grades 3-10. The
assessment was replaced in 2016-2017 by a program that assesses English Language Arts and
mathematics at three points throughout the year, Proficiency exams are required for all limited
Engiish proficient (LEP) students in grades K through 12.
