 A six year plan required for each school district

 Due February 1, of even year

 Must be updated February 1, of odd year

 Division must approve Master Plans by 

September 1, of even year
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Master Plans

 Purpose of the Academic Facilities Master Plan:

 Establish mechanism for state supervision of 

district activities impacting academic facilities

 Develop and continually update information 

critical to identifying needs across the state

 Allow state to manage state financial 

participation (SFP) in eligible academic 

facilities projects
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Master Plans

 Facilities Master Plan must contain:

 Enrollment projections for ten years

 Strategy for maintaining, repairing, 

renovating, and improving academic facilities

 Other information required by law

 To provide state financial participation (SFP)
