States are required by federal law to operate a child support enforcement program under an approved plan to be eligible for TANF block grant funding and for funding for the child
support program. The Office of Child Support Enforcement is charged with administering the plan and program.

The OCSE Policy Manual is the agency’s statement of policy to be used by staff in implementing the child support enforcement program in Arkansas. The program is governed by
state and federal laws and regulations. The Policy Manual provides guidance regarding the application of those laws and regulations in day-to-day casework activities. The Policy
Manual also provides information to recipients of services and to the public regarding the actions that can be expected from the agency and timeframes and parameters for those
actions.
