Act 974 of 2009 provides for the collection of DNA samples following an arrest or a criminal charge for certain offenses; to establish procedures for the collection, maintenance,
and dissemination of DNA samples submitted following an arrest or a criminal charge; and for other purposes. Ark. Code Ann. 12-12-1017 provides that the State Crime
Laboratory shall promulgate rules governing the procedures to be used in the submission, identification, analysis, storage, and disposition of DNA samples and typing results of
DNA samples submitted under this subchapter pursuant to Act 974 of 2009.

12-12-1104 provides that the promulgate rules and regulations to carry out the provisions of the
subchapter set forth by Act 737 of 1997.

Act 725 of 2013 provides for the important and compelling state interest of protecting children from sexually predatory adults and protecting and respecting the right of
parents/guardians to be involved in the medical decisions and treatment of their children and preventing anyone from knowingly or willfully subverting or circumventing these
rights. Ark. Code Ann. 12-18-108 provides that the State Crime Laboratory shall adopt rules prescribing the maintenance of forensic samples from abortions performed on a child
consistent with Act 725 of 2013.

This rule should be continued pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. 12-18-105 as it dictates the maintenance of forensic samples resulting from abortions performed on minors as prescribed
for in Act 725 of 2013.
