TO PROVIDE THAT MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT REPORTS SHALL NOT BE USED FOR
COMMERCIAL PURPOSES FOR NINETY (90) DAYS AFTER THE ACCIDENT.

TO REQUIRE LICENSE PLATES TO BE DISPLAYED ON THE REAR OF DUMP TRUCKS
AND PROHIBIT SIGNS THAT PURPORT TO DISCLAIM LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE CAUSED
FROM THE LOAD CARRIED BY THE DUMP TRUCK.

TO AMEND THE LAW CONCERNING SIGNS ON OR ALONGSIDE STATE HIGHWAYS,
COUNTY ROADS, AND CITY STREETS.

TO AMEND THE LAW RELATED TO TEMPORARY TAGS ISSUED TO THE PURCHASERS
OF MOTOR VEHICLES.

TO ENHANCE SAFE PASSENGER TRANSPORTATION.

TO REQUIRE A MOTOR VEHICLE TO BE IMPOUNDED IF THE DRIVER AND THE VEHICLE
ARE IN VIOLATION OF THE MINIMUM LIABILITY INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS.

TO AUTHORIZE THE ISSUANCE OF DIRT HAULING PERMITS FOR ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT.

TO IMPROVE MOTORCYCLE SAFETY BY REQUIRING TRAINING AND TESTING
MATERIALS PREPARED BY THE MOTORCYCLE SAFETY FOUNDATION TO BE USED IN
THE APPLICATION AND EXAMINATION FOR A MOTORCYCLE LICENSE.
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
