TO PROVIDE THAT MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT REPORTS SHALL NOT BE USED FOR
COMMERCIAL PURPOSES FOR NINETY (90) DAYS AFTER THE ACCIDENT.

TO ENSURE THAT THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY HAS ADEQUATE INFORMATION TO MAKE
INFORMED DECISIONS ON HIGHWAY FUNDING BEFORE EACH REGULAR SESSION AND
