CARE ON A SURFACE OWNER'S REAL PROPERTY.

TO REQUIRE ADDITIONAL NOTICE TO A SURFACE OWNER AND TO PROVIDE
ADDITIONAL REMEDIES TO A SURFACE OWNER FOR DAMAGE CAUSED BY AN
OPERATOR.

AN ACT TO SUBJECT QUASI-GOVERNMENTAL BODIES TO THE FREEDOM OF
INFORMATION ACT.

AN ACT TO ADD LONOKE COUNTY TO THE LIST OF COUNTIES IN WHICH 2,4-D IS
BANNED.
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TO CLARIFY WHEN TAX DELINQUENT MINERAL RIGHTS MAY BE SOLD TO THE
SURFACE OWNER.

TO REGULATE THE ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION OF TAXES ON MINERAL RIGHTS.

TO PERMIT THE REDEMPTION OF TAX DELINQUENT MINERAL RIGHTS BY A SURFACE
OWNER OR OWNERS OF LESS THAN THE ENTIRE TAX DELINQUENT MINERAL
INTEREST.

AN ACT TO EXEMPT FARM EQUIPMENT FINANCING AND ALL AGRICULTURE LOANS
NOT SECURED BY LAND FROM THE FARM MEDIATION ACT.
