Visitor Spending Effects

Buffalo National River

In 2014, park visitors spent an estimated $56.6 Million in local gateway regions while visiting Buffalo National
River. These expenditures supported a total of 890 jobs, $22.3 Million in labor income, $36.5 Million in value
added, and $65.2 Million in economic output in local gateway economies surrounding Buffalo National River.
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Water Quality Alert
