AN ACT TO AMEND PROVISIONS OF ARKANSAS ELECTION LAW CONCERNING EARLY
VOTING.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE THAT ANNUAL SCHOOL ELECTIONS WILL BE HELD ON A DATE
CONSISTENT WITH GENERAL ELECTIONS.

TO STRENGTHEN CITIZEN ACCESS TO PUBLIC INFORMATION, PUBLIC RECORDS, AND
PUBLIC MEETINGS.

AN ACT PROVIDING ELECTION REFORM FOR THE ASSISTANCE OF COUNTY BOARDS
OF ELECTION COMMISSIONERS.

TO PROVIDE A FOUR-YEAR TERM FOR THE STATE SURVEYOR AND TO LIMIT THE
STATE SURVEYOR TO A TOTAL OF EIGHT (8) YEARS OF SERVICE.

RATIFYING THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE UNITED STATES CONSTITUTION
PROVIDING THAT EQUALITY OF RIGHTS UNDER THE LAW SHALL NOT BE DENIED OR
ABRIDGED BY THE UNITED STATES OR ANY STATE ON ACCOUNT OF SEX.

AMENDING THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO ABOLISH THE OFFICE OF CONSTABLE.

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT TO PROVIDE THAT APPROPRIATION
BILLS ARE VALID FOR ONE FISCAL YEAR; TO REQUIRE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO MEET

PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO ESTABLISH A STATE LOTTERY TO HELP FUND COLLEGE
SCHOLARSHIPS AND TEACHER BONUSES IN THIS STATE.

PROHIBITS THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FROM ENACTING A LAW TO LEVY ATAXOR TO
INCREASE THE RATE OF CERTAIN TAXES EXCEPT UPON THE VOTE OF THREE-
FOURTHS (3/4) OF THE TOTAL MEMBERSHIP OF EACH HOUSE.

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT TO PROVIDE THAT FEES, MONIES, AND
FUNDS RECEIVED BY THE ARKANSAS STATE GAME AND FISH COMMISSION, OTHER
THAN FUNDS RECEIVED UNDER AMENDMENT 75, SHALL BE STATE GENERAL
REVENUES.

BUDGET RESERVE TRUST FUND.
