 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 16-90-1304(a), concerning an application 22 

for a discharge of a person's sentence, is amended to read as follows: 23 

 (a)  When a person has accumulated enough days, or at any time after 24 

the person has accumulated enough days, through a combination of served and 25 

earned time equal to the total number of days of the sentence imposed by the 26 

sentencing court, he or she shall be eligible for consideration of discharge 27 

of his or her sentence under this subchapter. 28
