"AN ACT TO EMPOWER THE ADJUTANT GENERAL TO REMOVE ANY OFFICER
REFUSED FEDERAL RECOGNITION OR ANY OFFICER FROM WHOM FEDERAL
RECOGNITION IS WITHDRAWN; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES."

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. (a) The Adjutant General of the State of Arkansas shall have
the power to remove any officer from the ranks of the Arkansas National Guard
who is refused federal recognition in the grade and branch to which he has
applied, or who has had federal recognition withdrawn in the grade and branch
in which he was formerly recognized.

(b) The Adjutant General may adopt reasonable and necessary regulations
as may be necessary to accomplish this purpose.

SECTION 2. All provisions of this act of a general and permanent nature
are amendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas Code
Revision Commission shall incorporate the same in the Code.

SECTION 3. All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this act are
hereby repealed.
