SECTI ON 3. COWMPLI ANCE W TH OTHER LAWS.  Di sbursenment of funds
authorized by this Act shall be linmted to the appropriation for such agency

SECTION 5. CODE. All provisions of this Act of a general and pernmnent
nature are anmendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas

Code Revi sion Conmission shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 6. SEVERABILITY. |If any provision of this Act or the
application thereof to any person or circunstance is held invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of the Act which
can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this

end the provisions of this Act are declared to be severable.

SECTI ON 7. GENERAL REPEALER. All laws and parts of laws in conflict

with this Act are hereby repeal ed.

SECTI ON 8. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is hereby found and deternined by the

Ei ghty-first General Assenbly that various studies being conducted by the
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federal governnent regarding the use of the Red River are nearing conpletion;

that further studies and projects on the Red River will require state

participation; and that the provisions of this Act will provide the necessary

state resources for such projects. Therefore, an energency is hereby decl ared

to exist, and this Act being necessary for the i medi ate preservation of the

publi c peace, health and safety shall be in full force and effect from and

after its passage and approval
