SECTION 1. Arkansas Code ' 9-13-101 is amended to read as follows:19

"9-13-101. Award of custody.20

(a) In an action for divorce, the award of custody of the children of21

the marriage shall be made without regard to the sex of the parent, but solely22

in accordance with the welfare and best interests of the children.23

(b)  Where a party to an action concerning custody of or a right to24

visitation with a child has committed an act of domestic violence against the25

party making the allegation or a family or household member of either party,26

and such allegations are proven by a preponderance of the evidence, the court27

must consider the effect of such domestic violence upon the best interests of28

the child, whether or not the child was physically injured or personally29

witnessed the abuse, together with such other facts and circumstances as the30

court deems relevant in making a direction pursuant to this section."31
