SECTION 1. Ark. Code Ann. ©26-51-430 is anmended to read as foll ows:

"26-51-430. Deductions - Standard deduction

(a) In lieu of item zing deductions, each taxpayer may el ect to use the
standard deducti on.

(b) The standard deduction shall be two thousand dollars ($2,000) per
taxpayer. In the case of a married couple, each spouse shall be entitled to

claima standard deducti on of $2,000."

SECTI ON 2. Arkansas Code 26-51-301(a) and (b) are amended to read as
fol | ows:

"(a) There shall be exenpted from state individual income tax the
foll owi ng i ncone categories:

(1) A single individual whose gross inconme does not exceed seven
t housand seven hundred ($7,700) for any income year

(2) A mrried couple filing jointly whose gross incone does not
exceed fifteen thousand five-hundred dollars ($15,500) for any incone year

(3) An unmarried head of househol d, whose gross incone for any
i ncome year does not exceed twelve thousand dollars ($12,000).

(b) However:

(1) Any single individual whose gross income for the taxable year
is more than seven thousand seven-hundred dollars ($7,700) but not more than
el even thousand four hundred dollars ($11,400) nmay compute the inconme tax
payabl e on the incone in excess of seven thousand seven-hundred dollars
($7,700) from Reduced Tax Table A in ©26-51-302;

(2) Any married couple filing jointly whose gross incone for the
taxable year is nore than fifteen thousand five-hundred dollars ($15,500) but
not more than sixteen thousand two-hundred dollars ($16,200) nmay conpute the
i ncome tax payable on the incone in excess of fifteen thousand five-hundred
dol lars ($15,500) from Reduced Tax Table B in 526-51-302;

(3) Any head of househol d whose gross inconme for the taxable
year is more than twelve thousand dollars ($ 12,000) but not more than
si xt een thousand two hundred dollars ($16,200) nmay compute the inconme tax
payabl e on the inconme in excess of twelve thousand dollars ($ 12,000) from

Reduced Tax Table Cin & 26-51-302."

SECTION 4. Title 26, Chapter 51, Subchapter 5 of Arkansas Code
Annotated is anended to add a new section to read as foll ows:

"(a) A credit shall be allowed against the individual income tax
i nposed by the Arkansas Income Tax Act, as amended, ©26-51-101, et seq. to be
calculated in accordance with subsection (b) of this section.

(b)(1) The credit shall be equal to a percentage of the total anopunt
of OASDI tax paid by each taxpayer for the taxable year on taxable income up
to $40,000. The percentage is dependent upon the taxpayer's filing status and
gross income as set forth in the table below Wth respect to married
t axpayers, the combined gross inconme of both spouses is to be considered in

determ ning the applicabl e percentage.

In no event shall the credit exceed the anpbunt of credit that would have been
available if the total income of the taxpayer had been subject to OASDI tax
pursuant to 26 U.S.C. £93101(a), 3201(a) or 3211(a).

(2) An equivalent income tax credit is allowed to taxpayers who
do not pay OASDI tax but who, in lieu of OASDI tax, pay a simlar tax inmposed
under federal law into a retirement plan which is not included in subsection
(e) of this section. The credit shall be equal to a percentage of the total
anount of tax in lieu of OASDI tax paid by each taxpayer for the taxable year
on taxable incone up to $40,000. The percentage is dependent upon the
taxpayer's filing status and gross incone as set forth in the table in
subsection (b)(1l) above. Wth respect to married taxpayers, the combi ned
gross income of both spouses is to be considered in determnining the applicable
percentage. In no event shall the tax credit allowed under this subsection
exceed the ampunt of tax credit that woul d have been avail abl e under this
subsection if the taxpayer's income subject to the tax in lieu of OASDI tax
had been subject to OASDI tax. The Director shall determ ne whether a tax
paynment is nade in |lieu of OASDH tax.

(3) Wth respect to taxpayers who pay both the enployer and
enpl oyee portions of OASDI tax on taxable income, the amobunt of the credit
shall be limted to one-half of the OASDI tax paid on such incone.

(c) The credit provided in subsection (b) may not be taken if the
taxpayer claims the exenptions provided by #26-51-306 or 26-51-307(a), (b) or
(c). This credit may be taken if the taxpayer chooses to itenize his or her
deductions. This credit is included in the reduced income tax rates provided
by 826-51-302 so that taxpayers qualifying for the reduced rates will not
calculate a separate credit under this section.

(d) The Director may require such proof of payment of OASDI tax as he
deens necessary.

(e) As used in this section, 'OASDl tax' neans the federal old age,
survivors and disability insurance tax inposed:

(1) upon an enployee's wages or other incone pursuant to 26 U S.C
€3101(a);

(2) upon the self-enploynment income of an individual pursuant to

26 U.S.C. ©1401(a); or
(3) upon the incone of an enpl oyee or enpl oyee representative
pursuant to 26 U.S.C. ©3201(a) or 3211(a) (Railroad Retirement Tax Act).
(f) As used in this section, the term taxable income' nmeans wages,
sal aries, tips, net earnings or other earned incone upon which OASDI tax or a

tax in lieu of OASDI tax is inposed."

SECTION 5. Ark. Code Ann. ©26-51-201 concerning individual income tax
rates is amended to add a new paragraph to read as foll ows:

"(d)(1) Not later than Decenber 15 of 1998, and each subsequent
cal endar year, the Director shall prescribe a table which shall apply in lieu
of the table contained in 26-51-201(a) with respect to taxable years
begi nning in the succeedi ng cal endar year. The Director shall increase the
m ni mum and maxi mum dol | ar anpbunts for each rate bracket (rounding to the
nearest $100) for which a tax is inmposed under such table by the cost-of-
living adjustnent (COLA) for such cal endar year and by not changing the rate
applicable to any rate bracket as adjusted. The yearly COLA increase in each
rate bracket as provided in paragraph (2) shall apply to the brackets as
contained in 826-51-201(a) as in effect on January 1, 1998.

(2) For purposes of paragraph (1), the cost-of-living adjustment for
any cal endar year is the percentage (if any) by which the CPI for the cal endar
year preceding the taxable year exceeds the CPI for the cal endar year 1997,
not to exceed three percent (3% . The CPI for any cal endar year is the
average of the Consuner Price Index as of the close of the 12-nonth period
endi ng on August 31 of such cal endar year. 'Consumer Price |Index' means the
| ast Consumer Price Index for all-urban consunmers published by the Departnent
of Labor.

(3) The new tables, as adjusted, shall apply for tax returns filed
for taxable year 1999 and thereafter, and shall be used by the Director in
preparing the income tax withhol ding tables pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. ©26-51-
907."

SECTI ON 6. Ark. Code Ann. ©26-51-502(b) relating to child care tax
credit is amended to read as foll ows:
"(b)(1l) Section 21 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended

and in effect on January 1, 1997, is adopted for purposes of determning the

SECTION 7. Ark. Code Ann. £26-51-404(b)(2) concerning the definition of
nont axabl e i ncone is amended to read as follows:

"(2)(A) So much of the gain, if any, resulting fromthe sale or
exchange of property which is located within the State of Arkansas, used by
the taxpayer as his principal residence, which shall, within a period
begi nning two (2) years prior to the date of sale or exchange and endi ng two
(2) years after that date, be applied by the taxpayer to purchase, acquire,
construct, or reconstruct other property which is thereafter used or to be
used by the taxpayer as his principal residence if the new residence is within
the State of Arkansas;

(B) Gain fromthe sale or exchange of property if, during the 5-year
period ending on the date of the sale or exchange, such property has been

owned and used by the taxpayer as the taxpayer s principal residence for

peri ods aggregating three (3) years or nore. |In the case of an unmarried
i ndi vi dual whose spouse is deceased on the date of sale or exchange of the
property, if the deceased spouse (during the 5-year period ending on the date

of the sale or exchange) satisfied the holding and use requirenments of the
precedi ng sentence with respect to such property, then such individual shal
be treated as satisfying the holding and use requirenments of the preceding

sentence with respect to such property;"

SECTION 8. Ark. Code Ann. £26-51-305 concerning income fromthe sale of

a home is repeal ed.

SECTI ON 9. Arkansas Code 26-51-607 is amended to read as foll ows:

(3) |If the household inconme of the clainmant s household is nore
t han nine thousand dollars ($9,000) but not nore than ten thousand dollars
(%$10,000) for the income year, the claimnt shall be entitled to file a claim
for an anobunt equal to the ad valoremtaxes paid on the clainmant s honest ead,;
however, the maxi numrefund any clai mant may recei ve under this subdivision
shall be two hundred dollars ($200);

(4) If the household inconme of the clainmant s household is nore
than ten thousand dollars ($10,000) but not more than el even thousand dollars
(%$11,000) for the income year, the claimnt shall be entitled to file a claim
for an anobunt equal to the ad valoremtaxes paid on the clainmant s honest ead,;
however, the maxi numrefund any clai mant may recei ve under this subdivision
shall be one hundred fifty dollars ($150);

(5) |If the household inconme of the clainmant s household is nore
than el even thousand dollars ($11,000) but not nore than twel ve thousand
dol I ars ($12,000) for the income year, the claimnt shall be entitled to file
a claimfor an anpunt equal to the ad val oremtaxes paid on the clainmant s
homest ead; however, the maxi mumrefund any clai mant nmay receive under this
subdi vi sion shall be one hundred twenty-five dollars ($125);

(6) |If the household inconme of the clainmant s household is nore
than twel ve thousand dollars ($12,000) but not nore than sixteen thousand
dol I ars ($16,000) for the income year, the claimnt shall be entitled to file
a claimfor an anpunt equal to the ad val oremtaxes paid on the clainmant s
homest ead; however, the maxi mumrefund any clai mant nmay receive under this
subdi vi si on shall be one hundred dollars ($100).

(b) The refund shall be paid to the claimnt as a cash refund. However,
no interest shall be allowed on any paynent nade to a cl ai mant under the
provi sions of this subchapter.

(c) If a claimant or another nenber of the household has any

SECTI ON 10. The provisions of Section 9 of this act shall be applicable
for property tax refund clainms filed in 1999 for property taxes paid in 1998

and subsequent years.

SECTION 11. This Act shall be effective on and after Novenber 15, 1998
unl ess a constitutional amendnment or initiated act shall be approved or an act
of the General Assenbly shall become | aw before that date which exenpts food,
either wholly or partially, fromthe Arkansas gross receipts tax. |If a
constitutional anendnent, initiated act, or act of the General Assenbly
exenpting food is not approved, then the provisions of Section 1, 2, 3, 4, 6,
7, and 8 of this Act shall be effective for tax years begi nning on and after
January 1, 1998; the provisions of Section 5 of this Act shall be effective as
provided in that section; and the provisions of Section 9 of this Act shall be

effective as provided in Section 10.

SECTION 12. The withhol ding tables prescribed by the Director of the
Department of Finance and Administration pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. & 26-51-
907 shall not be anended for tax year 1998 to reflect the changes adopted by
this Act. If this Act becomes effective on Novermber 15, 1998, the effect of
the various provisions of this Act for tax year 1998 shall be reflected on the
income tax return filed for that year. For all subsequent years, the Director

shal |l adjust the wi thholding tables as otherw se required by |aw.

SECTION 13. Al provisions of this act of a general and permanent
nature are anmendatory to the Arkansas Code of 1987 Annotated and the Arkansas

Code Revi sion Conmi ssion shall incorporate the sane in the Code.

SECTION 14. If any provision of this act or the application thereof to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
ot her provisions or applications of the act which can be given effect w thout
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this

act are declared to be severable.
