SECTION 1. Arkansas Code 6-62-802(3) is anmended to read as foll ows:

"(3) Athletic deficit means athletic expenditures offset by athletic
revenues, including:

(A) Athletic-generated incone;

(B) Profits fromother auxiliary enterprises;

(C) The federally funded portion of college work-study students in the

intercollegiate athletic program

(a) Beginning in fiscal year 1991-1992, the ampunt of unrestricted
educational and general fund for intercollegiate athletic programs at state-
supported institutions of higher education shall be limted to four hundred
fifty thousand dollars ($450,000) at four-year institutions and fifty-one
dollars ($51.00) per full-time-equivalent student per year at two-year
branches of four-year institutions, and at other two-year institutions of
hi gher educati on.

(b) Beginning in fiscal year 1997-1998, in addition to the anpunt

prescribed in subsection (a) of this section, state-supported four-year

i nstitutions of higher education may use an additional three hundred thousand

doll ars ($300,000) per fiscal year of unrestricted educati onal and genera

funds to provide gender equity in intercollegiate athletic programs, and two-

year branches of the four-year institutions and other two-year institutions of

hi gher education nmay use an additional anpunt of unrestricted educati onal and

general funds for providing gender equity in intercollegiate athletic prograns

in the anpunt of thirty-four dollars ($34.00) per full-tinme equival ent student

per year."

It is hereby found and deternined by the

Ceneral Assenbly that the state-supported institutions of higher education

shoul d be authorized to utilize additional unrestricted educational and

general funds for providing gender equity in intercollegiate athletic

prograns; that such authority should begin at the beginning of the next fisca

year; that this act grants such authority; and that this act will not go into

effect until after the beginning of the next fiscal year unless this energency

clause i s adopt ed. Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and

this act being i nmedi ately necessary for the preservation of the public peace,

health and safety shall be in full force and effect fromand after July 1
