SECTION 1. Arkansas Code Title 17, Chapter 25, Subchapter 5 is amended

to add an additional section to read as follows:

17-25-514. Workers’ compensation required.

(a) A residential building contractor required to be licensed by the

Residential Building Contractors Committee shall secure the payment of

workers’ compensation under §§ 11-9-401 — 11-9-411.

(b) (1) The committee shall require proof of current workers’

compensation coverage before issuing or renewing a license.

(2) 1If a residential building contractor is not required to

secure payment of workers’ compensation, a current certification of

noncoverage issued by the Workers’ Compensation Commission shall be submitted

to the committee with the application for a license or renewal of a license.

(c)(l) 1If a contractor fails to maintain workers’ compensation

coverage, the committee shall revoke the contractor’s license.

(2) A contractor’s license that has been revoked due to failure

to maintain workers’ compensation coverage may be reinstated upon receipt of

proof that the contractor has secured workers’® compensation coverage.

(d) The committee shall promulgate rules necessary to enforce this

section.
