BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 19

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 6-65-405 is repealed. 21 

 6-65-405. SAU-Tech advisory committee.  22 

 (a)  There is established for SAU-Tech an advisory committee.   23 

    (b)(1)  The advisory committee shall consist of nine (9) resident 24 

electors of this state to be appointed by the Governor.   25 

  (2)  Members of the advisory committee shall be appointed from 26 

the state at large and shall consist of persons who, because of education, 27 

business, or technical knowledge, training, or experience, have a 28 

demonstrated interest in advanced vocational and technical training.   29 

 (c)  The members of the advisory committee shall be appointed for nine-30 

year staggered terms.   31 

 (d)  Members of the advisory committee shall organize by electing one 32 

(1) of their members chair and electing such other officers as the committee 33 

may determine.   34 

 (e)  Members of the advisory committee shall serve without pay but may 35 
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receive expense reimbursement in accordance with § 25-16-901 et seq.   1 

 (f)  The advisory committee shall advise the Board of Trustees of 2 

Southern Arkansas University and the Director of SAU-Tech with respect to all 3 

aspects of the programs, activities, and operation of SAU-Tech. 4
