BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 21

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 6-17-414(b), concerning criminal records 23 

check as a condition for initial employment of noncertified public school 24 

personnel, is amended to read as follows: 25 

  (b)  No person, including without limitation noncertified persons who 26 

provide services as a substitute teacher, shall be eligible for employment, 27 

whether initial employment, re-employment, or continued employment, by a 28 

local school district or education service cooperative in a noncertified 29 

staff position if that person has pleaded guilty or nolo contendere to or has 30 

been found guilty of any of the following offenses by any court in the State 31 

of Arkansas or of any similar offense by a court in another state or of any 32 

similar offense by a federal court:   33
