BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 19

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 25-19-103(6)(B), concerning the expiration 21 

date for the definition of a “public water system”, is amended to read as 22 

follows: 23 

   (B)  This subdivision (6) shall expire expires on July 1, 24 

2009 July 1, 2011; and 25

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 25-19-105(b)(18)(C), concerning the 27 

expiration date of the exemption for certain records relating to the security 28 

of a public water system from the examination and copying requirements for a 29 

public record, is amended to read as follows: 30 

   (C)  This subdivision (b)(18) shall expire expires on July 31 

1, 2009 July 1, 2011; and 32

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 25-19-106(c), concerning the expiration 34 

date for a public agency’s authority to meet in executive session to consider 35

 SECTION 4.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is found and determined by the 6 

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that certain provisions in the 7 

Freedom of Information Act concerning the records and meetings of the public 8 

water systems will expire on July 1, 2009; that those provisions are 9 

necessary to ensure that public water systems are operated and managed safely 10 

and effectively; and that this act is necessary to provide security for 11 

public water systems.  Therefore, an emergency is declared to exist and this 12 

act being necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and 13 

safety shall become effective on July 1, 2009.  14
