(b) A person designated and employed as a special investigator by the

Attorney General shall:

(1) Be a certified law enforcement officer under § 12-9-101 et

seq.; and

(2) Have statewide law enforcement jurisdiction and authority.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY CLAUSE.

It is found and determined by the General Assembly of the State of

Arkansas that in order to augment the law enforcement duties and abilities of

the Attorney General’s office, facilitate the thorough investigation by the

Attorney General’s office of all matters in which state interests are

concerned, and enhance the Attorney General’s representation of the State of

Arkansas in court and the Attorney General’s enforcement of the laws of the

State of Arkansas, that this act is immediately necessary for the continued

successful operation of the Attorney General’s office. Therefore, an

emergency is declared to exist and this act being immediately necessary for

the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall become

effective on:

(1) The date of its approval by the Governor;

(2) 1If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor,

the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor may veto the

bill; or

(3) If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the veto is

overridden, the date the last house overrides the veto.
