(e)(1)(A) FEach rule adopted by an agency is effective temn—1@) thirty
(30) days after filing of the final rule unless a later date is specified by

law or in the rule itself.

(B) A final rule shall not be filed until the thirty-day

public comment period required under subdivision (a)(l)(A) of this section

has expired.

(C)(i) After the expiration of the thirty-day public

comment period and before the effective date of the rule, the agency

promulgating the rule shall take appropriate measures to make the final rule

known to the persons who may be affected by the rule.

(ii) Appropriate measures shall include without

Ilimitation posting the following information on the agency’s website:

(a) The final rule;

(b) Copies of all written comments submitted
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to the agency regarding the rule;

(c) A summary of all written and oral comments

submitted to the agency regarding the rule and the agency’s response to those

comments; and

(d) The proposed effective date of the final

rule.
(2)(A) (i) However, an emergency rule may become effective
Iimmediately upon filing or at a stated time less than ten—(1@) thirty (30)
days after filing if the agency finds that this effective date is necessary
because of imminent peril to the public health, safety, or welfare.
(ii) The agency’s finding and a brief statement of

the reasons for the finding shall be filed with the rule.

(B) The agency shall take appropriate measures to make
emergency rules known to the persons who may be affected by the emergency

rules.
