 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 3-3-203(a), regarding the possession of 22 

intoxicating liquor, wine, or beer, is amended to read as follows: 23 

 (a)(1)  It shall be is unlawful for any person under twenty-one (21) 24 

years of age to purchase or have in his or her possession any intoxicating 25 

liquor, wine, or beer. 26 

  (2)  For the purposes of this section, intoxicating liquor, wine, 27 

or beer in the body of a minor shall not be is deemed to be in his or her 28 

possession. 29
