BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 23

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 16-60-103(3) and (4), concerning actions 25 

which must be brought in Pulaski County, is amended to read as follows:  26 

  (3)  All actions against the state and all actions against state 27 

boards, state commissioners, or state officers on account of their official 28 

acts, except that if an action could otherwise be brought in another county 29 

or counties under the venue laws of this state, as provided in § 16-60-101 et 30 

seq., then the action may be brought either in Pulaski County or the other 31 

county or counties; and 32 

  (4)  All civil actions brought against an organization that 33 

regulates extracurricular interscholastic activities in grades seven through 34 

twelve (7-12) in both public and private schools if the organization’s main 35 

administrative office is located in Pulaski County; and      36 
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  (4)(5)  All other actions required by law to be brought in 1 

Pulaski County. 2
