BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 24-5-104(b)(l) is amended to read as
follows:
(b) (1) The board shall consist of six<{6) seven (7) members:
(A) The Director of State Highways and Transportation;

A)(B) The Treasurer of State;

4B)(C) The Director of the Department of Finance and
Administration;

46> (D) The Chief Engineer of the Arkansas State Highway
and Transportation Department;

D) (E) A retiree from the Arkansas State Highway and
Transportation Department; and

E)Y(F) Two (2) regularly qualified members of the system.
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SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 24-5-104(e) is amended to read as follows:
(e) The duties of the executive secretary shall be:

(1) To keep all minutes and other records as directed by the
board;

(2) To set up and maintain separate accounts for each member of
the system to show the payroll deductions and to transmit the deductions to
the bank designated by the trustees as the depository for the system or to
the State Treasury, as appropriate;

(3) To prepare and sign, as directed by the board, all vouchers
for all valid claims;

(4) To serve without additional compensation other than as an
employee of the department; and

(5) To perform such other administrative duties as may be
directed by the board for carrying out the provisions of this chapter;and
chapter.

SECTION 3. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is found and determined by the

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that certain provisions of the

Arkansas State Highway Employees’ Retirement System law are in urgent need of

revision to bring them into conformance with sound public pension policy;

that this revision is of great importance to members of the Arkansas State

Highway Employees’ Retirement System and to other citizens of the State of

Arkansas; and that this act is necessary to maintain a professional Board of

Trustees for the members of the Arkansas State Highway Employees’ Retirement

System. Therefore, an emergency is declared to exist, and this act being

necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall

become effective on July 1, 2013.
