 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 16-90-712(c), concerning conditions for 24 

Crime Victim Reparations, is amended to read as follows: 25 

 (c)(1)  Upon Except as provided in subdivision (c)(2) of this section, 26 

upon finding that the claimant or victim has not fully cooperated with 27 

appropriate law enforcement agencies, the board may deny, withdraw, or reduce 28 

an award of reparations. 29 

  (2)  This subsection does not apply if the claimant or victim is 30 

a victim of human trafficking or a minor victim of a sex offense, as defined 31 

in § 12-12-903.  32
