BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 27

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 12-12-313(a) and (b), concerning the 29 

admissibility in court of certain records and reports of the State Crime 30 

Laboratory, is amended to read as follows: 31 

 (a)  The records and reports of autopsies, evidence analyses, drug 32 

analyses, and any investigations made by the State Crime Laboratory under the 33 

authority of this subchapter shall be received as competent evidence as to 34 

the matters contained therein in the courts of this state subject to the 35 

applicable rules of criminal procedure or civil procedure when duly attested 36 
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to by the Executive Director of the State Crime Laboratory or his or her 1 

assistants, associates, or deputies. 2 

 (b)  Nothing in this section shall be deemed to This section does not 3 

abrogate a defendant's right of cross-examination if notice of intention to 4 

cross-examine is given prior to before the date of a hearing or trial 5 

pursuant to the applicable rules of criminal procedure or civil procedure. 6
