Assembly of the State of Arkansas that increasing the number of Arkansans

obtaining postsecondary education is critical to the educational and economic

development systems of the state; that the expansion or renovation of

community colleges, or both expansion and renovation of community colleges,

are necessary to accommodate and educate the increasing number of Arkansans

who obtain and seek to obtain postsecondary education; that many

postsecondary facilities in Arkansas have an urgent need for expansion or

renovation, or both expansion and renovation; that community colleges

currently have inadequate funding to expand and renovate campus facilities;

and that this act is immediately necessary to allow community colleges

sufficient time to seek additional revenue to adequately accommodate the

growing number of Arkansans seeking and obtaining postsecondary education.

Therefore, an emergency is declared to exist, and this act being immediately

necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall

become effective on:

(1) The date of its approval by the Governor;

(2) 1If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor,

the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor may veto the

bill; or

(3) 1If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the veto is

overridden, the date the last house overrides the veto.
