BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 20

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 15-3-101(9), concerning the definitions to 22 

be used in relation to the Division of Science and Technology of the Arkansas 23 

Economic Development Commission, is repealed as obsolete. 24 

  (9)  “Investment fund” means the fund created by § 15-3-120 25 

[repealed]; 26 

 27 

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 15-3-109(b), concerning the power of the 28 

Division of Science and Technology of the Arkansas Economic Development 29 

Commission to carry out programs, is amended to read as follows to remove 30 

obsolete language: 31 

 (b)  In establishing and maintaining the programs authorized by this 32 

section, the executive director may utilize moneys drawn from the investment 33 

fund and such other moneys as are lawfully available to the executive 34 

director for supporting the purposes of the Division of Science and 35 

Technology of the Arkansas Economic Development Commission. 36

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 15-3-122(a), concerning the purchase of 2 

qualified securities by the Division of Science and Technology of the 3 

Arkansas Economic Development Commission, is amended to read as follows to 4 

update obsolete language: 5 

 (a)  The Arkansas Economic Development Commission may utilize the 6 

investment fund moneys as appropriated by the General Assembly to purchase 7 

qualified securities issued by enterprises as a part of a scientific and 8 

technological project for the purpose of raising the initial capitalization 9 

for such projects subject to the conditions set forth in this section. 10

 SECTION 4.  Arkansas Code § 15-4-1026(a)(3)(B), concerning eligibility 12 

for a tax credit for purchases of an equity interest in a capital development 13 

corporation, are amended to read as follows to clarify a reference: 14 

   (B)  Transactions in which one (1) or more persons purchase 15 

equity interests in a capital development company and the proceeds of the 16 

purchases are invested by the capital development company at the direction of 17 

the purchasers into one (1) or more venture capital funds or private equity 18 

funds that have investment policies which conform to all or a portion of the 19 

capital development company's investment policy, if the governing board 20 

reviews and does not object to the use of the proceeds by the venture capital 21 

funds or private equity funds; and 22

 SECTION 5.  Arkansas Code § 15-4-1224 is repealed as obsolete. 24 

 15-4-1224.  Tax credit. 25 

 (a)(1)  The original purchaser of common stock of a corporation or a 26 

unit of interest of a limited liability company shall be entitled to a credit 27 

against any Arkansas income tax liability or premium tax liability which may 28 

be imposed on such a purchaser for any tax year commencing on or after 29 

January 1, 1999, for common stock purchased from a corporation or units of 30 

interest of a limited liability company and retained during any of the 31 

calendar years 1999-2003. 32 

  (2)  The credit shall be determined in the following manner: 33 

   (A)(i)(a)  The credit is an amount equal to thirty-three 34 

and one-third percent (331/3%) of the actual purchase price paid for the 35 

stock of a corporation to the corporation or for the units of interest of a 36 
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limited liability company to the limited liability company, which shall 1 

include any fees or commissions to underwriters or sales agents paid by the 2 

company. 3 

     (b)  However, the total amount of fees and 4 

commissions to underwriters or sales agents for which a credit may be taken 5 

shall not exceed fifteen percent (15%) of the actual purchase price. Any fees 6 

or commissions in excess of fifteen percent (15%) of the total purchase price 7 

shall not be considered in calculating the amount of the credit determined in 8 

this section. 9 

    (ii)  If any shares or units of interest, once 10 

purchased from the company, are then sold or otherwise disposed of prior to 11 

five (5) years elapsing from the date of purchase, the maximum amount of any 12 

credit shall be reduced a pro rata amount. In addition, any distribution from 13 

the company to the holder of the common stock or the unit of interest that is 14 

not a dividend or distribution within the meaning of § 15-4-1215 shall be 15 

deemed a sale of that portion of the original purchase price of the common 16 

stock or unit of interest on the date of such distribution for application of 17 

the credit reduction calculated under this subdivision (a)(2)(A); 18 

   (B)  In any one (1) tax year, the credit allowed by this 19 

section shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the net Arkansas state income 20 

tax or premium tax liability of the taxpayer after all other credits and 21 

reductions in tax have been calculated; 22 

   (C)(i)  Any credit in excess of the amount allowed by 23 

subdivision (a)(2)(B) of this section for any one (1) tax year may be carried 24 

forward and applied against Arkansas state income tax or premium tax for the 25 

next-succeeding tax year and annually thereafter for a total period of three 26 

(3) years next succeeding the year in which the credit arose, subject to the 27 

provisions of subdivision (a)(2)(B) of this section, or until the credit is 28 

exhausted, whichever occurs first. 29 

    (ii)  However, any credit arising under the County 30 

and Regional Industrial Development Company Act, § 15-4-1201 et seq., shall 31 

be allowed to be carried forward to years past December 31, 1999, subject to 32 

the three-year carry forward rules of this subdivision (a)(2)(C). 33 

    (iii)  In no event will the credit allowed by this 34 

section be allowed for any tax year ending after December 31, 2006; and 35 

   (D)  Any original purchaser of common stock or units of 36 
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interest who seeks to qualify for and maintain the income tax credit or 1 

premium tax credit provided in this section must obtain and attach to its 2 

annual income tax or premium tax return a certified statement from the 3 

company issuing the common stock or units of interest stating: 4 

    (i)  The name and address of the original purchaser; 5 

    (ii)  The number of shares or units of interest 6 

purchased; 7 

    (iii)  The amount paid by the original purchaser for 8 

the common stock or units of interest, specifying what portion of the 9 

original purchase price consisted of fees or commissions to the underwriter 10 

or sales agent; 11 

    (iv)  The date of purchase of the common stock or 12 

units of interest; 13 

    (v)  The number of shares or units of interest of the 14 

original purchase still owned by the original purchaser; and 15 

    (vi)  The amount and date of distributions made from 16 

the company to the purchaser and whether or not such distributions are ones 17 

made pursuant to § 15-4-1215. 18 

 (b)(1)  For the purpose of ascertaining the gain or loss from the sale 19 

or other disposition of common stock in a corporation or units of interest in 20 

a limited liability company, the original purchaser of the common stock or 21 

the units of interest shall reduce his or her basis in the stock or units by 22 

the amount of the tax credits previously deducted under this section. 23 

  (2)(A)  The original purchaser's basis in the stock or the units 24 

shall be further reduced by ten percent (10%) of the original purchase price 25 

for any shares of stock or any units of interest sold or otherwise disposed 26 

of before five (5) years have elapsed from the date of purchase. 27 

   (B)  This reduced basis shall be used by the original 28 

purchaser when calculating tax due under the Income Tax Act of 1929, § 26-51-29 

101 et seq. 30 

 31 

 SECTION 6.  Arkansas Code § 15-4-1407(c)(3)(A), concerning requirements 32 

for product development contracts under the Inventors' Assistance Act, is 33 

amended to read as follows to clarify the language of the provision: 34 

  (3)(A)  Authorization for the center to receive a fee not to 35 

exceed an amount equal to: 36 
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    (i)  Ten percent (10%) of all royalties from the 1 

product for a period not to exceed ten (10) years from the first day after 2 

royalties are first received by the inventor; 3 

    (ii)  One percent (1%) of the gross sales revenue for 4 

a period not to exceed ten (10) years from the first day after the product 5 

reaches the commercial state; and/or 6 

    (iii)  An equitable percentage of any consideration 7 

received from the sale, licensing, or transfer of any interest in 8 

intellectual property or proprietary products; or 9 

    (iv)  Any combination of amounts under subdivisions 10 

(c)(3)(A)(i)-(iii) of this section. 11

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 15-4-1606(5), concerning limitations that 13

Arkansas Code § 15-4-1704(e), concerning the sales and use 21 

tax refund and the tax credit under the Arkansas Enterprise Zone Act of 1993, 22

 (e)  If the business does not continuously and throughout the project 25 

term meet the requirements of subdivisions (b)(1)-(8) (b)(1)-(9) of this 26 

section, then that business will shall automatically be disqualified from 27 

receiving any benefits under this section and will shall be required to repay 28 

any tax benefits already received under this subchapter, plus penalty and 29 

interest, as allowed by law. 30

 15-4-2901.  Legislative findings and intent. 21 

 (a)  The General Assembly recognizes that adequate educational 22 

opportunities for adults are critical to the economic and social development 23 

of the state. 24 

 (b)  The General Assembly finds that over four hundred ninety-one 25 

thousand eight hundred sixty-three (491,863) adults eighteen (18) years of 26 

age or older, approximately twenty-five percent (25%) of the adult population 27 

in Arkansas, lack a high school diploma or have not passed a high school 28 

equivalency test, and thus there is a critical need for adult education and 29 

training services. 30 

 (c)  It is the intent of this legislation to ensure that the limited 31 

funds available for adult education and training services are having the 32 

greatest possible impact on improving the skills and employment and earnings 33 

prospects of adults in Arkansas. 34 

 35 

 15-4-2902.  Establishment — Members. 36 
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 (a)  There is established a committee to be known as the “Arkansas 1 

Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education Study Committee”. 2 

 (b)  The Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education Study 3 

Committee shall consist of twenty-six (26) members as follows: 4 

  (1)(A)  Thirteen (13) members appointed by the Arkansas Workforce 5 

Development Board. 6 

   (B)  Ten (10) of the members appointed by the board shall 7 

be representatives from a workforce center in each of the ten (10) local 8 

workforce investment areas of the state; and 9 

  (2)(A)  Thirteen (13) members appointed by the Adult Education 10 

Section of the Department of Career Education. 11 

   (B)  Ten (10) of the members appointed by the section shall 12 

be representatives from an adult education program in each of the ten (10) 13 

local workforce investment areas of the state. 14 

 (c)  The appointed Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult 15 

Education Study Committee members shall be residents of the State of Arkansas 16 

at the time of appointment and throughout their terms. 17 

 (d)(1)  If a vacancy occurs in an appointed position for any reason, 18 

the vacancy shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment. 19 

  (2)  The new appointee shall serve for the remainder of the 20 

unexpired term. 21 

 (e)  The board and the section shall each name one (1) member to serve 22 

as cochairs of the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education 23 

Study Committee. 24 

 (f)(1)  The Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education 25 

Study Committee shall meet at times and places that either of the cochairs 26 

deems necessary, but no meetings shall be held outside of the State of 27 

Arkansas. 28 

  (2)  A majority of the members of the Arkansas Workforce 29 

Investment Board and Adult Education Study Committee shall constitute a 30 

quorum for the purpose of transacting business. 31 

  (3)  All actions of the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and 32 

Adult Education Study Committee shall be by a majority vote of the full 33 

membership of the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education 34 

Study Committee. 35 

 (g)  The Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education Study 36 
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Committee shall: 1 

  (1)  Review the programs and services offered by workforce 2 

centers and adult education programs and determine if those entities offer 3 

duplicative services; 4 

  (2)  Determine the extent to which workforce centers and adult 5 

education programs are coordinating services to create a seamless system of 6 

education and training opportunities for adults; and 7 

  (3)  Make specific recommendations for reducing unnecessary 8 

duplication of services and improving the coordination of services between 9 

workforce centers and adult education programs in the form of a written 10 

report to the Governor, the House Committee on Education, and the Senate 11 

Committee on Education on or before September 1, 2004, and an oral report to 12 

the House Committee on Education and the Senate Committee on Education as 13 

directed by the Chair of the House Committee on Education and the Chair of 14 

the Senate Committee on Education. 15 

 (h)(1)  The section and the board shall provide staff and meeting space 16 

to the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and Adult Education Study 17 

Committee. 18 

  (2)(A)  Members of the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and 19 

Adult Education Study Committee shall serve without pay except members who 20 

receive compensation incidental to their regular employment. 21 

   (B)  Members of the Arkansas Workforce Investment Board and 22 

Adult Education Study Committee may receive expense reimbursement in 23 

accordance with § 25-16-902, to be paid by the section or the board to the 24 

entities' respective appointees and to the extent money is available. 25
