BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 24

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 6-82-1202 is repealed. 26 

 6-82-1202. Arkansas Police Corps Planning Commission. 27 

 (a)  There is hereby established the Arkansas Police Corps Planning 28 

Commission. 29 

 (b)  The commission shall be appointed by the Governor and shall have 30 

eleven (11) members: 31 

   (1)  The Director of the Department of Higher Education; 32 

   (2)  The Director of the Department of Arkansas State Police; 33 

   (3)  The Director of the Arkansas Law Enforcement Training 34 

Academy; 35 

   (4)  A representative of the Arkansas Municipal Police 36 
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Association; 1 

   (5)  A representative of the Arkansas Sheriffs Association; 2 

   (6)  A representative of the Arkansas Police Chiefs Association; 3 

   (7)  Two (2) faculty members or administrators from institutions 4 

of higher education with accredited criminal justice programs; 5 

   (8)  Two (2) higher education financial aid administrators; and 6 

   (9)  One (1) active certified law enforcement officer. 7 

 (c)(1)  The Director of the Criminal Justice Institute or the 8 

director's designee shall serve as an ex officio member and as chair of the 9 

commission. 10 

   (2)  The commission shall meet at the call of the chair. 11 

 (d)  Should the federal government create a national police corps 12 

program, the commission shall be the entity designated to administer the 13 

state's participation in the federal program. 14

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 12-9-102 is amended to read as follows: 16 

 12-9-102. Definitions. 17 

 As used in this subchapter: 18 

   (1)  “Commission” means the Arkansas Commission on Law 19 

Enforcement Standards and Training as established by § 12-9-103; 20 

   (2)(1)  "Law enforcement agency" means:  21 

   (A)  A private college or university law enforcement agency 22 

as described in § 12-20-101 et seq.;  23 

   (B)  The Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards 24 

and Training and the Black River Technical College Law Enforcement Training 25 

Academy as designated under § 12-9-210; and 26 

   (C)  Any other entity designated by law as a law 27 

enforcement agency; 28 

  (2)  “Law enforcement officer” means any an appointed law 29 

enforcement officer who is responsible for the prevention and detection of 30 

crime and the enforcement of the criminal, traffic, or highway laws of this 31 

state, excluding only those officers who are elected by a vote of the people; 32

  (3)  “Political subdivision” means any county, municipality, 34 

township, or other specific local unit of general government. 35

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 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 12-9-103(a) and (b), concerning the 1 

membership of the Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards and 2 

Training, is amended to read as follows: 3 

 (a)  The members of the Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement 4 

Standards and Training shall consist of ten (10) members, to be appointed by 5 

the Governor with the advice and approval of the Senate. 6 

 (b)(1)(A)  Two (2) members of the commission shall be chiefs of police 7 

of municipalities in Arkansas, two (2) members of the commission shall be 8 

county sheriffs of counties in this state, one (1) member shall be an officer 9 

of the Department of Arkansas State Police, two (2) members shall be 10 

appointed to represent the public, and one (1) member shall be an educator in 11 

the field of criminal justice, and one (1) member shall represent the 12 

Arkansas Municipal Police Association. 13 

    (B)  Each congressional district of the state shall be 14 

represented on the commission, with the remaining members to be appointed 15 

from the state at large. 16 

   (2)(A)  One (1) member shall not be actively engaged in or 17 

retired from law enforcement. 18 

    (B)  The member under subdivision (b)(2)(A) of this section 19 

shall be: 20 

      (i)  Sixty At least sixty (60) years of age and shall 21 

represent the elderly; 22 

      (ii)  Appointed from the state at large subject to 23 

confirmation by the Senate; and 24 

      (iii)  A full voting member. 25 

   (3)  The person who is elected as president of the Arkansas 26 

Municipal Police Association or his or her designee shall be a full voting 27 

member of the commission. 28

       (e)  Criminal law; 6 

       (f)  Firearms training; 7 

       (g)  First aid; 8

       (j)  Law of criminal procedure; 11 

       (k)  Law of evidence; 12 

       (l)  Physical training; 13

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probationary police officer must satisfactorily complete before being 1 

eligible for permanent employment certification as a law enforcement officer; 2 

   (8)  Make and encourage studies of any aspect of police 3

   (9)  Conduct and stimulate research by public and private 5 

agencies designed to improve police administration and law enforcement; 6 

   (10)  Make recommendations concerning matters within its purview 7 

pursuant to this subchapter; 8 

   (11)  Make evaluations as may be necessary to determine if 9 

governmental units are complying with this subchapter; 10 

   (12)  Adopt and amend bylaws, consistent with law, for the 11 

commission's internal management and control; 12 

   (13)  Enter into contracts or do such things as may be necessary 13 

and incidental to the administration of this subchapter; 14

    (B)  This requirement shall include certification 29 

requirements for:  30 

      (i)  Officers or other persons who conduct training 31 

for law enforcement canines; 32 

      (ii)  Courses for training law enforcement canines; 33 

      (iii)  Minimum requirements for law enforcement 34 

canine certifying officials; 35 

      (iv)  Record keeping concerning the training of law 36 
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enforcement canines; and 1 

      (v)  Law enforcement canines; and 2 

   (18)(17)  Adopt rules to implement §§ 14-15-309 and 19-6-819. 19-3 

6-821; and 4 

  (18)  Impose administrative penalties against a law enforcement 5 

agency or governmental entity for violations of commission rules as permitted 6 

under § 12-9-118.  7

 SECTION 5.  Arkansas Code § 12-9-106(a), concerning selection and 9 

training requirements of a law enforcement officer, is amended to read as 10 

follows: 11 

 (a)(1)  The Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards and 12 

Training shall provide by rule that a person shall not be appointed as a law 13 

enforcement officer, except on a temporary basis not to exceed one (1) year 14 

nine (9) months, unless the person has satisfactorily completed a preparatory 15 

program of police training at a school approved by the commission. 16 

   (2)(A)  A law enforcement officer who lacks the education and 17 

training qualifications or background investigation required by the 18 

commission shall not have his or her temporary employment extended beyond one 19 

(1) year, by renewal of appointment or otherwise, unless extraordinary 20 

circumstances exist in the majority opinion of the executive body of the 21 

commission. 22 

   B)(2)  If the executive body of the commission determines under 23 

subdivision (a)(2)(A) of this section that extraordinary circumstances exist, 24 

the commission may approve an extension of temporary employment for no more 25 

than an eight-month period. 26

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 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 12-9-108(a), concerning the failure of a 1 

law enforcement officer to meet qualifications, is amended to read as 2

 (a)(1)  Actions taken by law enforcement officers who do not meet all 4 

of the standards and qualifications set forth in this subchapter or made by 5 

the Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards and Training shall not 6 

be held invalid merely because of the failure to meet the standards and 7 

qualifications.

enforcement officer for failure to meet the standards or qualifications under 11 

this subchapter until the failure is corrected or pending review by the 12 

commission.

of this section shall be made in a timely manner to the administrator of the 15 

law enforcement agency by which the law enforcement officer is employed.   16

 (a)  After seeking prior review by the Legislative Council or Joint 20 

Budget Committee and approval by the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State, the 21 

Arkansas Commission on Law Enforcement Standards and Training shall be exempt 22 

from § 19-6-109(c) for the purpose of buying uniforms for students and law 23 

enforcement officers employed by the commission. 24 

 (b)  The amount spent for the purchase of uniforms in any one (1) year 25 

shall be limited to forty thousand dollars ($40,000). 26

of this section for violation of a rule of the Arkansas Commission on Law 5 

Enforcement Standards and Training, the commission shall consider: 6 

  (1)  The seriousness of the violation;  7 

  (2)  The law enforcement agency's or governmental entity's 8 

history of violations; 9 

  (3)  The amount the commission believes is necessary to deter 10 

future similar violations; 11 

  (4)  Efforts made by the law enforcement agency or governmental 12 

entity to correct the violation, including the immediacy and degree of 13 

corrective action; and 14 

  (5)  Any other consideration that the commission believes 15 

important.  16 

 (b)(1)  An administrative penalty may be assessed under this section in 17 

the following amounts: 18 

   (A)  For appointing a person who does not meet minimum 19 

standards as a law enforcement officer, an administrative penalty of no more 20 

than one thousand dollars ($1,000); and 21 

   (B)  For failing to timely submit any required appointment 22 

or separation documents, an administrative penalty of no more than three 23 

hundred fifty dollars ($350).  24 

  (2)  The administrative penalties authorized under this 25 

subsection may be assessed on a per-day basis, with each day considered a 26 

separate violation.

 (c)  The presence of mitigating factors does not require the commission  28 

to dismiss a violation of commission rules. 29

enter into an agreed-upon order concerning administrative penalties under 31 

this section with a law enforcement agency or governmental entity, subject to 32 

final approval of the commission. 33 

  (2)  The agreed-upon order under subdivision (d)(1) of this 34 

section may be in an amount that differs from the amounts in subdivision 35 

(b)(1) of this section. 36 
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 (e)(1)  The commission shall provide written notice to a law 1 

enforcement agency or governmental entity of an alleged violation of a rule, 2 

and the law enforcement agency or governmental entity shall respond in 3 

writing within thirty (30) days of receipt of the written notice.  4 

  (2)  A law enforcement agency's or governmental entity's failure 5 

to respond within thirty (30) days of the written notice under subdivision 6 

(e)(1) of this section may result in the entry of a default order of 7 

assessment of an administrative penalty. 8 

 (f)  A law enforcement agency or governmental entity may request a 9 

hearing before the commission to contest the allegations set forth in the 10 

written notice under subsection (e) of this section within thirty (30) days 11 

of receipt of the written notice.  12
