BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 18

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 2-1-202(a) is amended to read as follows to 20 

correct a discrepancy in the number of members on the Arkansas Young and 21 

Beginning Farmer Advisory Board: 22 

 (a)  The Arkansas Young and Beginning Farmer Advisory Board shall 23 

consist of twenty-two (22) members members appointed under § 2-1-203 who are 24 

residents and electors of this state.   25 

 26 

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 2-3-106(b)(1) is amended to read as follows 27 

to delete obsolete references to chancery courts: 28 

 (b)(1)  Upon receiving notice under subsection (a) of this section, or 29 

otherwise in his or her discretion, the Attorney General shall institute an 30 

action in the Circuit Court or Chancery Court of Pulaski County Pulaski 31 

County Circuit Court or in the circuit or chancery court of any county in 32 

which any portion of the agricultural land acquired or held in violation of § 33 

2-3-103 is located. 34

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 4-57-106 is repealed due to its having been 36

 4-57-106. Usurious bonds, bills, conveyances, etc., void. 3 

All bonds, bills, notes, assurances, conveyances, and all other contracts or 4 

securities whatever, whereupon there is reserved, taken, or secured, or 5 

agreed to be taken or reserved, any greater sum or greater value for the loan 6 

or forbearance of any money, goods, things in action, or any other valuable 7 

thing than is prescribed in §§ 4-57-102, 4-57-104, and 4-57-105 shall be 8 

void.   9

 SECTION 4.  Arkansas Code § 4-57-107 is repealed due to its having been 11 

held repealed by implication in Henslee v. Madison Guar. Sav. & Loan Ass'n, 12

 4-57-107. Usurious contracts, liens, and conveyances. 14 

 (a)(1)  Every lien created or arising by mortgage, deed of trust, or 15 

otherwise on real or personal property to secure the payment of a contract 16 

for a greater rate of interest than the applicable rate of interest 17 

prescribed by Arkansas Constitution, Article 19, § 13, either directly or 18 

indirectly, and every conveyance made in furtherance of any such lien, is 19 

void.   20 

  (2)  Every usurious lien or conveyance may be cancelled and 21 

annulled at the suit of the maker of the usurious contract, or his or her 22 

vendees, assigns, or creditors.   23 

 (b)(1)  The maker of a usurious contract may by suit in equity against 24 

all parties asserting rights under the usurious contract have the contract 25 

and any mortgage, pledge, or other lien, or conveyance executed to secure the 26 

performance of the usurious contract annulled and cancelled, and any 27 

property, real or personal, embraced within the terms of the lien or 28 

conveyance, delivered up if in possession of any of the defendants in the 29 

action and, if the property is in the possession of the plaintiff, provision 30 

shall be made in the decree in the case removing the cloud of the usurious 31 

lien and conveyances made in furtherance thereof from the title to the 32 

property.   33 

  (2)  Any person who may have acquired the title to, or an 34 

interest in, or lien upon the property by purchase from the makers of the 35 

usurious contract, or by assignment or by sale under judicial process, 36 
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mortgage, or otherwise, either before or after the making of the usurious 1 

contract, may bring his or her suit in equity against the parties to the 2 

usurious contract and anyone claiming title to the property by virtue of the 3 

usurious contract, or may intervene in any suit brought to enforce the lien, 4 

or to obtain possession of the property under any title growing out of the 5 

usurious contract, and shall by proper decree have the mortgage, pledge, or 6 

other lien, or conveyance made in furtherance thereof, cancelled and annulled 7 

insofar as the mortgage, pledge, or other lien, or conveyance made in 8 

furtherance thereof, is in conflict with the rights of the plaintiff in the 9 

action.   10 

  (3)  Any creditor whose debtor has given a lien by mortgage, 11 

pledge, or otherwise on real or personal property subject to execution to 12 

secure the payment of a usurious contract may bring his or her suit in equity 13 

against the parties to the usurious contract and recover judgment for his or 14 

her debt against the debtor, and a decree cancelling and annulling the 15 

usurious lien, and directing the sale of the property to satisfy the 16 

plaintiff's judgment and costs, and any surplus that may remain after 17 

satisfying the plaintiff's judgment shall be paid to the debtor.   18 

 (c)  Neither the maker of a usurious contract nor his or her vendees, 19 

assigns, or creditors, or any other person who may have or claim an interest 20 

in any property embraced within the terms of the usurious contract, shall be 21 

required to tender or pay any part of the usurious debt or interest as a 22 

condition of having the contract, and any conveyance, mortgage, pledge, or 23 

other lien given to secure its payments or executed in furtherance thereof, 24 

enjoined, cancelled, and annulled, and any rule of law, equity, or practice 25 

to the contrary is abrogated. 26

 SECTION 5.  Arkansas Code § 5-14-112 is amended to read as follows to 28 

conform to Code style: 29 

 (a)  A person commits indecent exposure if, with the purpose to arouse 30 

or gratify the sexual desire of the person or of any other person, he or she 31 

exposes his or her sex organs with the purpose to arouse or gratify his or 32 

her sexual desire or the sexual desire of any other person:   33 

  (1)  In a public place or in public view; or   34 

  (2)  Under circumstances in which the person he or she knows the 35 

conduct is likely to cause affront or alarm. 36 
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 (b)(1)  Indecent exposure is a Class A misdemeanor.   1 

  (2)(A)  If the indecent exposure is committed against a person 2 

under the age of fifteen (15) years, a second or subsequent offense of 3 

indecent exposure against a person under the age of fifteen (15) years shall 4 

be a Class D felony.   5 

   (B)  Subdivision (b)(2)(A) of this section shall not apply 6 

if the actor is under the age of eighteen (18) years at the time of the 7 

offense.   8

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 5-42-202 is amended to read as follows:  15 

 5-42-202.  General legislative findings, declarations, and intent. 16 

 (a)  The General Assembly of the State of Arkansas finds that the State 17 

of Arkansas is experiencing an increase in crime committed by criminal gangs, 18 

organizations, or enterprises. These criminal gangs, organizations, or 19 

enterprises support themselves by engaging in criminal activity for profit, 20 

most commonly through the distribution of controlled substances and by theft 21 

of property.   22 

 (b)  The General Assembly of the State of Arkansas further finds that 23 

with increasing frequency criminals are using sophisticated means of 24 

concealing criminal proceeds and in most cases moving criminal proceeds out 25 

of Arkansas. In order to reap the rewards of their criminal conduct, 26 

criminals must conceal the source of the criminal proceeds and the identity 27 

of the individuals who work to obtain the criminal proceeds. They convert the 28 

criminal proceeds to property or assets that appear to have come from a 29 

legitimate source.  Often they must maintain the property or assets in 30 

another person's name. This also helps them to avoid detection, 31 

identification, and seizure.  While individual criminals launder their 32 

criminal proceeds, this is particularly common among members and associates 33 

of criminal gangs, organizations, and enterprises. There is strong evidence 34 

that this increased sophistication is due largely to contact with other 35 

criminal gangs, organizations, or enterprises from other states.   36 
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 (c)  The General Assembly of the State of Arkansas further finds that 1 

we cannot afford to allow millions of dollars in untaxed criminal proceeds to 2 

be taken from the state's economy each year.   3 

 (d)  The intent of the General Assembly of the State of Arkansas is to 4 

enact penalties that will deter and punish the criminal use of property 5 

and/or the laundering of criminal proceeds, and facilitate the investigation 6 

thereof.: 7 

  (1)  Deter and punish the criminal use of property or the 8 

laundering of criminal proceeds; and 9 

  (2)  Facilitate the investigation of the criminal use of property 10 

or the laundering of criminal proceeds. 11 

 12 

 SECTION 8.  Arkansas Code § 5-42-204 is amended to read as follows: 13 

 5-42-204. Criminal use of property and/or or laundering criminal 14 

proceeds. 15 

 (a)  A person commits the offense of criminal use of property and/or or 16 

laundering criminal proceeds when he or she knowingly: 17 

  (1)  Conducts, or attempts to conduct, a transaction involving 18 

criminal proceeds which were derived from any predicate criminal offense, or 19 

which were represented to be criminal proceeds from any predicate criminal 20 

offense, with the intent to:  21 

   (A)  Conceal the location, source, ownership, or control of 22 

the criminal proceeds; or 23 

   (B)  Avoid a reporting requirement under state or federal 24 

law; or 25 

   (C)  Acquire any interest in the criminal proceeds; or 26 

  (2)  Uses, or makes available for use, any property in which he 27 

or she has any ownership or lawful possessory interest to facilitate a 28 

predicate criminal offense.   29 

 (b)  Any person who is guilty of criminal use of property and/or or 30 

laundering criminal proceeds commits a Class C felony.   31 

 (c)(1)  Upon conviction, the prosecuting attorney may institute a civil 32 

action against any person who violates this section to obtain a judgment 33 

against all persons who violate this section, jointly and severally, for 34 

damages in an amount equal to property, funds, or monetary instruments 35 

involved in the violations as well as the proceeds acquired by all persons 36 
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involved in the enterprise or by reason of conduct in furtherance of the 1 

violation, together with costs incurred for resources and personnel used in 2 

the investigation and prosecution of both criminal and civil proceedings.   3 

  (2)  The standard of proof in actions brought under this section 4 

subsection is preponderance of the evidence.   5 

  (3)  The procedures for forfeiture and distribution in the asset 6 

forfeiture law, § 5-64-505, shall apply.   7 

  (4)  Defendants in civil actions brought under this subsection 8 

shall be entitled to trial by jury.   9 

 (d)(1)  An attorney who represents a criminal defendant or person whom  10 

who he or she reasonably believes may become a criminal defendant may not be 11 

prosecuted for receiving payment for services rendered to a person whom he or 12 

she represents in a criminal proceeding or in dealing with matters that might 13 

reasonably become the subject of a criminal proceeding.  14 

  (2)  Should a court deny a motion to dismiss, a licensed attorney 15 

may maintain this as a defense at trial.   16 

  (3)  Furthermore, no No such payments may be seized from the 17 

attorney if they were received for services rendered pursuant to prosecution 18 

under this section, unless a court of competent jurisdiction determines after 19 

a hearing that seizure of said the property is necessary for prosecution of 20 

any criminal matter and is not protected by any applicable privilege. 21

  (2)(A)  Any school district on the consolidation list choosing to 25 

voluntarily administratively consolidate or annex shall submit a petition for 26 

approval to the State Board of Education by April 1 immediately following 27 

publication of the list and shall set forth the terms of the administrative 28 

consolidation or annexation agreement in the plan petition.   29

Department of Environmental Quality shall ensure that an apportionment not to 20 

exceed one million dollars ($1,000,000) per fiscal year of the Landfill Post-21 

Closure Trust Fund shall be allocated from the moneys deposited in the fund 22 

to be utilized by the department to administer and enforce the Illegal Dump 23

Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality determines that the illegal dump 36 
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owner or operator cannot be located or the director determines that an 1 

emergency exists necessitating immediate corrective action.   2 

 (c)  The allocation of funding shall not be used to compensate third 3 

parties for damages to property caused by the contamination for the illegal 4 

dumping of solid waste.   5 

 (d)  The apportionment authorized by this subsection shall terminate 6 

five (5) years from March 31, 1997, and the program shall receive no funds 7 

from the fund beyond that date. 8

 SECTION 18.  Arkansas Code § 8-6-1002(a) is amended to read as follows 10 

to remove from the subsection temporary language the effectiveness of which 11 

has expired:  12 

 (a)(1)  There is established on the books of the Treasurer of State, 13 

the Auditor of State, and the Chief Fiscal Officer of the State a trust fund 14 

to be known as the "Landfill Post-Closure Trust Fund".   15 

  (2)  In addition to all moneys appropriated by the General 16 

Assembly to the fund, there shall be deposited in the fund all landfill 17 

disposal fees collected pursuant to this subchapter and any moneys received 18 

by the state as a gift or donation to the fund or any federal moneys 19 

designated to enter the fund and all interest earned upon moneys deposited in 20 

the fund.

level not to exceed three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) annually with 24 

an annual escalator not to exceed three percent (3%). In the event the total 25 

amount in the fund equals or exceeds twenty-five million dollars 26 

($25,000,000), no additional moneys shall be collected pursuant to this 27 

subchapter until the total amount in the fund equals or is less than fifteen 28 

million dollars ($15,000,000), at which time the collection of moneys shall 29 

resume.   30 

  (4)(A)(i)  Effective July 1, 1997, and annually thereafter, an 31 

apportionment of the moneys in the fund, not to exceed one million dollars 32 

($1,000,000) per fiscal year, shall be allocated from the moneys deposited 33 

into the fund to be utilized by the department to administer and enforce the 34 

Illegal Dump Eradication and Corrective Action Program in accordance with 35 

conditions set forth in § 8-6-501 et seq.   36 
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    (ii)  No more than fifteen percent (15%) of this 1 

allocation may be used for administrative purposes by the department pursuant 2 

to the activities related to the program for the first fiscal year of the 3 

program and ten percent (10%) annually thereafter.   4 

    (iii)  Further, the program shall also include any 5 

moneys received by the state as a gift or donation to the program and any 6 

federal government moneys designated to enter the program.   7 

   (B)  The apportionment authorized by this subsection shall 8 

terminate five (5) years from March 31, 1997, and the program shall receive 9 

no funds from the fund beyond that date.   10 

  (5)(A)  Effective July 1, 1999, and annually thereafter, an 11 

apportionment of the interest earned on moneys in the fund, not to exceed 12 

five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) per fiscal year, shall be allocated 13 

from the moneys deposited into the fund to be utilized by the department for 14 

instituting a management organization utilizing the principles of the 15 

National Environmental Performance Partnership System advocated by the  16 

Environmental Protection Agency which integrates environmental indicators, 17 

management information, and performance-based budgeting and accounting to 18 

measure agency performance.   19 

   (B)  The apportionment authorized by this subsection shall 20 

terminate five (5) years from July 1, 1999, and the agency shall use no funds 21 

from the Landfill Post-Closure Trust Fund for the purpose of instituting a 22 

performance partnership management organization beyond that date. 23

 SECTION 19.  Arkansas Code § 9-14-107 is amended to read as follows: 25 

 9-14-107.  Change in payor income warranting modification.  26 

 (a)(1)  A change in gross income of the payor in an amount equal to or 27 

more than twenty percent (20%) or more than one hundred dollars ($100) per 28 

month shall constitute a material change of circumstances sufficient to 29 

petition the court for modification of child support according to the family 30 

support chart after appropriate deductions.   31 

  (2)(A)(i)  Any time a court orders child support, the court shall 32 

order the noncustodial parent to provide the custodial parent and, when 33 

applicable, the Office of Child Support Enforcement of the Revenue Division 34 

of the Department of Finance and Administration with proof of income for the 35 

previous calendar year, and whenever requested in writing by certified mail, 36 
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but not more than once a year, by the custodial parent.   1 

  (2)(A)(i)  Any time a court orders child support, the court shall 2 

order the noncustodial parent to provide proof of income for the previous 3 

calendar year to: 4 

     (a)(1)  The custodial parent. 5 

      (2)  The court shall also order the 6 

noncustodial parent to provide proof of income for a previous calendar year 7 

whenever requested in writing by certified mail by the custodial parent, but 8 

not more than one (1) time a year; and  9 

     (b)  The Office of Child Support Enforcement of 10 

the Revenue Division of the Department of Finance and Administration, when 11 

applicable. 12 

    (ii)  Whenever a custodial parent requests in writing 13 

that the noncustodial parent provide proof of income, the noncustodial parent 14 

shall respond by certified mail within fifteen (15) days.   15 

   (B)  If the noncustodial parent fails to provide proof of 16 

income as directed by the court or fails to respond to a written request for 17 

proof of income, the noncustodial parent may be subject to contempt of court.   18 

   (C)  If a custodial parent or the office has to petition 19 

the court to obtain the information, the custodial parent or the office may 20 

be entitled to recover costs and a reasonable attorney's fee.   21 

   (D)  Once notified of an increase, the office shall file a 22 

motion within thirty (30) days for modification of child support.   23 

   (E)(i)  All income information received by the office shall 24 

be used only as permitted and required by law.   25 

    (ii)  All income information received by the 26 

custodial parent shall be treated confidentially and used for child support 27 

purposes only.   28 

 (b)(1)  A change in the noncustodial parent's health insurance status 29 

as defined in subdivision (b)(2) of this section shall constitute a material 30 

change of circumstances sufficient to petition the court for modification of 31 

child support according to the guidelines for child support and the family 32 

support chart.   33 

  (2)(A)  For purposes of this section, the term "health insurance 34 

status" means that the noncustodial parent can obtain health insurance 35 

through his or her employer or other group health insurance.   36 
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   (B)  Health insurance shall be considered reasonable in 1 

cost if it is employment-related employment related or is other group health 2 

insurance, regardless of the service delivery mechanism.   3 

  (3)  In no event shall eligibility for or receipt of medicaid be 4 

considered adequate provision for the child's health care needs in a child 5 

support award.   6 

 (c)  An inconsistency between the existent child support award and the 7 

amount of child support that results from application of the family support 8 

chart shall constitute a material change of circumstances sufficient to 9 

petition the court for modification of child support according to the family 10 

support chart after appropriate deductions unless:   11 

  (1)  The inconsistency does not meet a reasonable quantitative 12 

standard established by the state State of Arkansas in accordance with 13 

subsection (a) of this section; or   14 

  (2)  The inconsistency is due to the fact that the amount of the 15 

current child support award resulted from a rebuttal of the guideline amount 16 

and there has not been a change of circumstances that resulted in the 17 

rebuttal of the guideline amount.   18 

 (d)  Any modification of a child support order that is based on a 19 

change in gross income of the noncustodial parent shall be effective as of 20 

the date of filing a motion for increase or decrease in child support, unless 21 

otherwise ordered by the court.   22 

 (e)  When a person is ordered by a court of record to pay for the 23 

support of his or her children, the court, at the time an order of support is 24 

made or any time thereafter, upon a showing of good cause, may order periodic 25 

drafts of his or her accounts at a financial institution to deduct moneys due 26 

or payable for child support in amounts the court may find to be necessary to 27 

comply with its order for the support of the children.  28

 SECTION 20.  Arkansas Code § 9-27-336(c) is amended to read as follows 30 

to reflect the repeal of § 9-27-336(e) in 2003: 31 

 9-27-336: 32 

 (a)  A juvenile who is alleged to be or who has been adjudicated either 33 

dependent-neglected or a member of a family in need of services shall not be 34 

placed or detained in a secure detention facility, in a facility utilized for 35 

the detention of alleged or adjudicated delinquent juveniles, or in a 36 
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facility utilized for the detention of adults held for, charged with, or 1 

convicted of a crime except:   2 

  (1)(A)  A juvenile may be held in a juvenile detention facility 3 

when he or she has been away from home for more than twenty-four (24) hours 4 

and when the parent, guardian, or other person contacted lives beyond a 5 

fifty-mile driving distance or out of state.   6 

   (B)  The juvenile may be held in custody in a juvenile 7 

detention facility for purposes of identification, processing, or arranging 8 

for release or transfer to an alternative facility. The holding shall be 9 

limited to the minimum time necessary to complete these actions and shall not 10 

occur in any facility utilized for incarceration of adults.   11 

   (C)  A juvenile held under this subdivision (a)(1) shall be 12 

separated from detained juveniles charged or held for delinquency. A juvenile 13 

may not be held under this subdivision (a)(1) for more than six (6) hours if 14 

the parent, guardian, or other person contacted lives in the state or twenty-15 

four (24) hours, excluding weekends and holidays, if the parent, guardian, or 16 

other person contacted lives out of state.

 Section 18.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is found and determined by the 32 

General Assembly of the State of Arkansas that for the effective 33 

administration of this act and to avoid undue harm to the members and benefit 34 

recipients of the Arkansas District Judge Retirement System that this act 35 

should become effective on July 1, 2005 immediately.  Therefore, an emergency 36 
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is declared to exist and this act being necessary for the preservation of the 1 

public peace, health, and safety shall become effective on: 2 

  (1)  The date of its approval by the Governor;  3 

  (2)  If the bill is neither approved nor vetoed by the Governor, 4 

the expiration of the period of time during which the Governor may veto the 5 

bill; or 6 

  (3)  If the bill is vetoed by the Governor and the veto is 7 

overridden, the date the last house overrides the veto. 8

 SECTION 121.  Arkansas Code § 5-78-101 is repealed because the subject 10 

matter of the statute is more comprehensively covered by § 5-27-227: 11 

 5-78-101. Possession, purchase, or use of cigarettes or other tobacco 12 

products by minor. 13 

 (a)  It is unlawful for a person under eighteen (18) years of age, 14 

unless acting as an agent of his or her employer within the scope of 15 

employment, to possess, purchase, or use any cigarettes or other tobacco 16 

products.   17 

 (b)  Persons under eighteen (18) years of age may be enlisted to assist 18 

an authorized agent or representative of a state or local law enforcement 19 

authority, the Arkansas Tobacco Control Board, the Department of Health, or 20 

other state governmental agency in testing compliance with laws relating to 21 

the prohibition of the sale of tobacco in any form or cigarette papers to 22 

minors, provided:   23 

  (1)  The testing is conducted under the direction or supervision 24 

of an authorized agent or representative of a state or local law enforcement 25 

authority, the Arkansas Tobacco Control Board, the Department of Health, or 26 

other governmental agency monitoring illegal sales of tobacco to minors; and   27 

  (2)  Written parental or legal guardian's consent has been 28 

provided after the consenting parent or guardian has received from the 29 

testing entity written information about the duties which such persons under 30 

eighteen (18) years of age will be asked to perform and the methods and 31 

procedures to be employed in carrying out such duties. 32
